* QuadPLUS® can be affixed to standard wire shelves as well.

e |t is recommended to assemble truss frames and/or shelves onto posts—and to secure frame and/or shelf by tapping

with a mallet—BEFORE installing polymer mats. IMPORTANT: DO NOT HIT TRUSS FRAMES AND/OR SHELVES AFTER
POLYMER MATS HAVE BEEN INSTALLED! Remove polymer mats before readjusting truss frame.
